ANA Advocacy Issues   
 

Workplace Violence  
One in four nurses has been abused in the workplace. Overall, the 
likelihood of health care workers being exposed to violence is 
higher than prison guards or police officers. The stories nurses tell 
are horrifying, and all too common. Every day, nurses are 
stabbed, punched, grabbed, kicked, verbally assaulted, or worse.  
Nurse abuse can be prevented, with collaborative approaches. 
For years, ANA has led the charge to end nurse abuse, raising 
awareness about the threats and pushing for administrative and 
legislative solutions. Yet few health care employers have 
developed suitable plans to prevent workplace violence, putting 
nurses and others at risk daily, just for doing their job. It is of the 
upmost importance to report abuse against nurses whenever it is 
safe to do so. Similarly, ANA continues to advocate for pathways 
for whistleblowers to come forward to report such abusive actions.  
Recently lawmakers introduced the Workplace Violence 
Prevention for Health Care and Social Service Workers Act (H.R. 
1309/S. 851) that would require the Occupational Safety and 
Health Administration (OSHA) to develop standards requiring 
health care and social service employers to write and implement a 
workplace violence prevention plan to protect employees from 
violence incidents in the workplace.

 Gun Violence  

"The time to unite and take action is now. Together we can halt the growing list of victims. We can 
stop the madness by forging solutions that address the myriad issues that promote cycles of 
violence. We must raise our voices to join with members of our communities and at every level of 
civil society in dialogue and action, to address the underlying issues that result in hate and motivate 
unspeakable acts of violence." Former ANA President Pamela Cipriano, PhD, RN, NEA-BC, FAAN 
As the largest single group of health care professionals, nurses are increasingly caring for those 
victimized by gun violence and those forced to confront the physical and emotional consequences of 
these senseless acts.   

For decades, ANA has called on Congress to enact sensible legislation aimed at reducing gun 
violence. In the wake of multiple mass shootings that have taken place across the country, ANA, 
representing the voices of more than 4 million registered nurses nationwide, renewed its call to 
action by urging lawmakers to immediately repeal restrictions prohibiting the CDC from studying gun 
violence. Following the inclusion of this language in the most recent omnibus bill, we're calling on 
Health and Human Services Secretary Alex Azar to direct the CDC to begin this research 
immediately. ANA also supported passage in the 116th Congress of HR 8, a bipartisan, common 
sense bill to make background checks universal.
